ñThe findings reflect the damage that can occur 

in a matter of minutes. In 63 incidents where the duration 

of the incident could be ascertained, 44 (69.8%) of 63 

incidents ended in 5 minutes or less, with 23 ending 

in 2 minutes or less. Even when law enforcement was 

present or able to respond within minutes, civilians                

often had to make life and death decisions, and,

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Yoursafetyis very important to EKU. Maintainingyour safetyis a joint responsibility,between
you, the University,and emergencyresponseagencies. Thepersonmost responsiblefor your
safetyis you. Hereis someadvicesoyou cantakepersonalresponsibility,andmakeinformed
decisions,aboutsafeactionsyoucantaketo protect yourself.

Targetedviolence,whenan individualis activelyengagedin killingor attemptingto kill people
in a confined and/or populated area, is a highly individualizedcrime based upon highly
individualizedand unique motivators. Whether we refer to it as active violence, active
shooter, or some other term, EKUDivision of Public Safetypersonnel train frequently to
appropriatelyrespondto incidentsof this kind, to stop the threat, andprovidecarefor those
impacted.

While our full time, dedicated, emergencyrespondershave specific jobs to do during a
targeted violenceattack, you too havea responsibilityto know what you can do to protect
yourself. Thisinformation is meant to help you learn about options you shouldconsider,to
prepareyourself,duringa targetedviolenceattack,shouldoneoccur.

Tohelp explainwhat you cando to protect yourself,we createdthe TargetedViolenceAttacks
ConceptualTraining Framework. When we think about targeted violence attacks, we can
generallygroup people into one of four categories. Thisis important to know, becauseyour
options for considerationand action depend upon what group you belong to. There are
Attackers,Targets,Responders,andOthers.
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The Attacker is the person perpetrating violence upon other people. They are
dictating the events. A targeted violence attack is a human caused,no notice,
emergency,and usually, respondersdo not know an attack is underway, until
notificationsaremadevia9-1-1 calls.
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Targetsare the individualswho are being directly targeted by the violence. In a
dangerous,or potentially dangerous,situation, you must quickly determine the
most reasonable way to protect your own life. For these individuals, we
recommend you EvacuateςHide Out ςTake Action (Guidance from U.S.
Departmentof HomelandSecurity)or RunςHideςFight(RegisteredTrademarkof
the Cityof Houston),followed by calling911when it is safefor you to do so. These
are essentiallythe sameoptions, and are representedin the training framework
with the Run ςHide ςFight graphics. Once you call 9-1-1 to report what is
happening,you start a chain of events, intended to stop the violenceand warn
othersin the communityabout the danger.
